ENJOINING GOVERNMENT AGENCIES TO PROVIDE DATA SUPPORT
TO THE SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT GOALS

WHEREAS, the July 2013 Report of the United Nations (UN) System Task
Team on the Post-2015 Development Agenda underscored the need to strengthen
national capacities for statistics to adequately support the information needs in line
with the monitoring of the sustainable development goals (SDGs);

WHEREAS, for purposes of global and country monitoring of the progress of
attainment of the SDGs and targets, the UN Inter-Agency Expert Group on SDG
Indicators (IAEG-SDGs) was established in June 2015, and is currently co-chaired
by the Philippines as represented by Philippine Statistics Authority (PSA)
National Statistician Lisa Grace S. Bersales:

WHEREAS, in its 47" Session, the UN Statistical Commission agreed on the
Post-2015 Sustainable Development Agenda, as proposed by the IAEG-SDGs,
which defines the 17 SDGs, 169 targets and 230 global indicators
(Annex BR 05-2016-01) to end extreme poverty, fight inequality and injustices, and
address climate change, among others;

WHEREAS, in recognition of the need to generate data on SDGs, the
Philippine Statistical Development Program (PSDP) 2011-2017 Update has
incorporated a new chapter to outline the programs that will be implemented to
ensure data support for the SDGs, among others;

WHEREAS, the PSA is the central statistical authority of the Philippine
government in primary data collection per Philippine Statistical Act of 2013;

WHEREAS, the former National Statistical Coordination Board (NSCB) was
designated as official repository of the MDG indicators in the Philippines per
NSCB Resolution No. 10, s. 2004, ‘Adoption and Enjoining Data Support to the
Millennium Development Goals Indicators”;

WHEREAS, in line with the mainstreaming of the SDGs in regional, national,
and subnational/local development planning and policy formulation, and to provide
information support for the monitoring of the country’s progress in attaining the
SDGs, it is imperative that the Philippine Statistical System (PSS) institutionalize the
provision of data support for the generation of SDG indicators;
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board enjoin all concerned
government instrumentalities to provide the necessary data support to monitor the
country’s performance vis-a-vis the SDGs based on the indicator framework that
shall be determined by the National Economic and Development Authority (NEDA),
PSA and other government agencies.

BE IT RESOLVED FURTHER that:

e The PSA:

develop mechanisms by which all concerned data producing agencies
and local government units (LGUs) will be able to generate and
regularly provide timely and accurate statistics and indicators for the
SDGs other than those already being generated by the PSA;

develop and maintain a web page on SDGs on the PSA website:

compile and maintain an SDG Indicators Database and regularly
update the SDG Watch;

coordinate the generation and improvement of the SDG indicators
through existing statistical coordination mechanisms such as the PSA
sectoral/subject-matter  inter-agency/technical committees,  the
Regional Statistics Committees (RSCs), and the PSDP:

call on the international community, private sector, and civil society to
provide assistance in terms of resources and advocacy support in the
conduct of statistical development activies to generate
useful/meaningful information for progress monitoring on the SDGs;
and

serve as the official repository of SDG indicators in the Philippines.

e The PSRTI:

undertake capacity building activities to help PSA and other agencies
generate the indicators to monitor the country’s/region’s performance
vis-a-vis the SDGs and archive data on such; and

conduct methodological researches to address issues in generating the
SDG indicators.

e The oversight agencies:

facilitate the provision of the necessary resources and other
appropriate assistance in ensuring the generation of data on the SDGs,
specifically, to consider the inclusion of statistical development
programs/projects on the SDG indicators in respective agency work
programs and budgets.
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e The concerned PSS agencies:

» monitor and implement PSDP activities geared towards generating
SDG indicators including addressing data gaps on the SDGs;

» generate and communicate timely and accurate SDG indicators;

» incorporate in their budget submissions the necessary funding for the
generation, management and archiving (where applicable) of SDG
indicators; and capacity building programs; and

» discuss through the relevant PSA Inter-Agency/Technical Committees
the statistical issues and data gaps on SDG indicators and come up
with proposals to combat challenges on data generation.

RESOLVED FURTHER that the SDG indicators will be reviewed for
prioritization vis-a-vis the national development indicators that will be identified by
the new administration.
